We have all seen “near-
misses”, when children are almost hit by driver®wither cannot see the children or
whose reaction time is simply quick enough to adesaster.

The double parking situation is made worse by parking in marked yellow zones,
often blocking the crosswalks that are specificalgrked to allow safe pedestrian travel.
As a result, children are forced to jaywalk acriédgh and Crosby, again weaving
through cars on their way to safety.
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Remember: slow down, keep these guidelines in mindnd drive safelywe
have considered different alternatives to the curmet situation, and after much discussion,
have decided to adopt the following policies, whictill take effect on *****;

Parent volunteers will help facilitate the trarwitiperiod for the new parking policies by
reminding drivers to remain with their vehicles dnydhelping students safely leave
vehicles.

. Signs will be placed on the boulevard to remingehs that the school side of Edith
Street is a drop-off zone only.

. We realize that these new policies represent agehamthe way we have approached our
parking issues, but strongly believe that the gadétll of our students warrants the
change. Our ultimate goal is to have a drop-offezdirectly in front of the school,

which will allow a fairly steady stream of traffio safely transport the students to school
with as minimal delay as possible. By designattiger areas as parking zones, we hope
to accommodate those parents who wish to remamtivetir children prior or subsequent
to the instructional day.
